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In the USA and UK, it's more common to give Valentine’s cards than chocolates. It is
because of Roman legend that a Christian monk named Valentine gave a card to the
woman he liked on the day that he was persecuted. Today, Valentine’s cards are usually
sent with chocolates and a bouquet of flowers.
When Midgett-sensei was in elementary school, the children in his class would give each
other small snacks at lunch. Boys and girls give the sweets to each other. In Japan only girls
give chocolate, but in the USA it is different from Japan.
When Dew-sensei was in elementary school, she was given a letter from one boy on
Valentine day. She found it in her locker and it had no name on it.
The Famous poem was written on it.

“Roses are red, Violets are blue,

Sugar is sweet and so are you.” From Valentine.

This poem meant | like you.

Dew-sensei worked out which boy wrote the letter from the handwriting in it.

She felt so happy and said thank you.
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
